o They must be Swazi nationals, or have at least one parent or grandparent of Swazi nationality 

o They must know the basics of the Swazi language 
o They must be female born 

o They must be at least 17 and not over 24 as at December 31, 2009 

o They must show an irreproachable behaviour and in anyway, should have never been involved 

 in affairs and actions outraging the public moral sense. 

o They should not have posed in the nude or, anyway, have posed indecently 
o They must not have taken part in port or scabrous films, performances or shows,  

not even as walk-ons or extras 

o They must not have released inopportune public statements or anyway, statements which  

are out of tune with the Contest moral spirit 

o Must not be the winners of other national or international contests, held between 2007 to 2009 and  

should not be under present or future contractual obligations of any kind, in the field of  

beauty contests or similar areas; 
o They should have not have had no children, been pregnant or pregnant 

o They must not have performed as main characters in cinema, Television, or theatre productions,  

broadcasted or to be broadcasted in Swaziland in the year 2009, 2008, and 2007 

o They must have, anyway, full and unconditional rights on their image and names,
